ii) Coverage of (a) Unbanked Rural Centre within 5 kms radius and (b) Hilly Areas with 500 and above households under NSFI, with Bank branch/ Bank Mitra
a. All 221 villages identified by DFS, in terms of Department of Financial Services letter No. F.No. 21(23)2014-FI(Mission Office) dated 23.07.2019 have been covered with BC/CSP by member Banks to provide Banking facilities.

However, DFS has recently identified one village, Pedda Venkatapuram in Bhadadri Kothagudem as uncovered and the village has been allotted to Union Bank of India. Union Bank of India has informed that there is connectivity issue in the village for setting up a banking outlet. The matter has been taken up with DoT.

b.  All the 65 villages under hamlets of 500 households in hilly areas identified by LDMs in terms of RBI Lr No. FIDD.CO.LBS.No.1488/02.01.001/ 2019-20 dated 13.01.2020 under “National Strategy for Financial Inclusion (NSFI):2019-24” have been covered with BC/CSP before 31.03.2021 and the details were uploaded on to FI Plan portal. 

iii) Status of opening of bank branches in the identified Unbanked Centres in LWE Districts

All the villages have been covered with Banking infrastructure in Bhadadri Kothagudem district which was identified as LWE district in the state of Telangana.
iv) Opening of bank branch, ATM or BC outlet in the vicinity of CAPF camps and opening of one banking outlet at each Gram Panchayat Bhawan in the 30 worst LWE affected districts.

Empowered Committee of Ministry of Home Affairs (MHA), is reviewing the progress of financial inclusion in LWE affected districts. It is advised by the DFS to deliberate on the following issues in SLBC/DCC meetings. 

 
· The issue of opening of branches, ATMs or BC outlets in the vicinity of the CAPF camps in the LWE affected districts– from the aspect of feasibility and utility of the banking services by the villages; and

· The issue on opening of one banking outlet at each Gram Panchayat  Bhawan. 

In Telangana State, Bhadradri Kothagudem is the only district identified as the LWE worst affected district.

a) Issue of opening of branches, ATMs or BC outlets in the vicinity of the CAPF camps:

· One CAPF camp i.e., Chalamala is uncovered and Union Bank of India is in the process of placing a BC in Chalamala CAPF camp.

b) Issue of opening of one banking outlet at each Gram Panchayat  Bhawan:

· There are 479 Gram Panchayats in Bhadradri Kothagudem District and LDM has confirmed that all 479 Gram Panchayats are covered with Banking infrastructure viz., (brick & mortar, Business correspondents & India Post Payment Banks within 5km radius of the villages. 
 v) National Strategy for Financial Inclusion 2019-24: 
The Reserve Bank of India vide their letter No. FIDD.CO.LBS.No.1488/02.01.001/ 2019-20 dated 13.01.2020 advised launching of “National Strategy for Financial Inclusion (NSFI):2019-24” with a vision and key objective of the Financial Inclusion policies in India to expand and sustain the financial inclusion process at the National level through a broad convergence of action involving all the stakeholders in the financial sector. 

Coverage of villages without banking outlets within 5 kms radius as per NSFI 2019-24: 

DFS has identified 221 villages without banking outlets within 5 kms radius and Banks in the State have covered all the 221 villages with Banking Outlets.
Coverage of villages with 500 and above households in hilly areas as per NSFI 2019-24: 

Under National Strategy for Financial Inclusion (NSFI):2019-24” with a vision to provide access to formal financial services in an affordable manner broadening and deepening financial inclusion and promoting financial literacy providing banking access to every village within a 5 KM radius/hamlet of 500 households in hilly areas by March 2020 has been one of the key objectives under the strategy. 

Accordingly, LDMs carried out survey and identified 65 uncovered hamlets having 500 household in hilly areas. Banks have deployed BCs in all 65 uncovered hamlets as per allocation.
Banks have achieved the milestone of providing banking access within 5 Kms radius of every village and hamlet of 500 households in hilly areas in the state. In the Sub-Committee meeting on Financial Inclusion held on 05.11.2021, they were advised to proactively take action for implementation of the other recommendations under National Strategy for Financial Inclusion (NSFI) 2019-24 like strengthening ecosystem for digital financial services, capacity building of BCs, access to livelihood and skill development programmes to new entrants into banking system, strengthening internal grievances mechanism etc.  highlighting the various action plans and milestones articulated in the NSFI document.
vi) National Strategy for Financial Education 2020-25:

Based on the review of progress made under the first National Strategy for Financial Education (NSFE 2013-18) and keeping in view the various developments that have taken place over the last 5 years, notably the Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana (PMJDY), the NCFE in consultation with regulators and other relevant stakeholders has prepared the revised NSFE-2020-25 to support the vision of Government of India and Financial Sector Regulators by empowering various sections of the population to develop adequate knowledge, skills, attitude and behavior , which are needed to manage their money better and plan for their future.  
To achieve the vision of creating a financially aware and empowered India, the following Strategic objectives have been laid down:

i. Inculcate financial literacy concepts among the various sections of the population through financial education to make it an important life skill.

ii. Encourage active savings behavior
iii. Encourage participation in financial markets to meet financial goals and objectives

iv. Develop credit discipline and encourage availing credit from formal financial institutions as per requirement

v. Improve usage of digital financial services in a safe and secure manner

vi. Manage risk at various stages through relevant and suitable insurance cover

vii. Plan for old age and retirement through coverage of suitable pension products. 

viii. Knowledge about rights, duties and avenues for grievance redressal

ix. Improve research and evaluation methods to assess progress in financial education.

In order to achieve the above objectives, the recommendations suggested for adoption of a “5C” approach for dissemination of financial education through emphasis on development of relevant Content (including Curriculum in Schools, Colleges and Training establishments), developing Capacity among the intermediaries involved in providing financial services, leveraging on the positive effect of Community led model for financial literacy through appropriate Communication strategy and lastly enhancing Collaboration among various stakeholders.

LDMs of respective districts are advised to update the progress at fortnight intervals in Jansurakha portal in respect of progress under Key Performance Indicators in respect of PMJDY, PMSBY, PMJJBY and APY Schemes as per DFS instructions.

All LDMs have been advised to take up the strategic objectives for deliberation in the DCC meetings to bring awareness among stake holders. 

State Heads of Banks are advised to initiate suitable action plan for implementation of 5C approach as suggested in the Programme in an effective manner and to ensure achievement of the desired goal.

vii) Targeted Financial Inclusion Intervention Programme (TFIIP) for Aspirational Districts (Khammam, Komaram  Bheem  Asifabad, Jayashankar  Bhupalapally) 

With the objective of improving the standard of living in selected Aspirational Districts, Govt. of India has launched the Transformation of Aspirational Districts program in January’ 2018.  Financial inclusion is one of the key thematic areas of focus under the program.  To bring about concerted and coordinated action on FI, in conjunction with NITI Aayog, State Governments, District administration, Banks and Insurance Companies, Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance is implementing Targeted Financial Inclusion Intervention Programme (TFIIP) for Aspirational Districts.  The stipulated timeline is October’ 2020 to September’ 2021, which has been extended upto 31.03.2022. 

Objectives of TFIIP:  

· Availability of at least one banking touch point (Branch/BC kiosk) within 5 KM distance of every inhabitated village in the District

· Improving identified key performance Indicators (KPI) for financial inclusion in camp/mission mode upto the 100% benchmark level before September, 2021 (KPIs relate to number of Bank accounts, and enrolments under Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyothi Bima Yojana (PMJJBY), Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY) and Atal Pension Yojana (APY) per lakh of population)

viii) Pradhan Mantri Adarsh Gram Yojana (PMAGY):
Department of Financial Services (DFS), Govt of India vide their letter No. 6/02/2020-FI(C-300449002) dated 26.11.2020 has advised implementation of Pradhan Mantri Adarsh Gram Yojana (PMAGY) Scheme for comprehensive development through convergence with the other schemes of the Centre and States to achieve saturation in the villages. 

The DFS schemes of (1) Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana (PMJDY) (ii) Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY) and (iii) Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyothi Bima Yojana (PMJJBY) have been identified by the Department of Social Justice & Empowerment (DoS J&E) for implementation in convergence of Pradhan Mantri Adarsh Gram Yojana (PMAGY) 

In Telangana 169 villages have been identified by the DFS, where the implementation of the above 3 schemes will be done. The Lead District Managers have been advised to coordinate with the District Administration to ensure implementation of these schemes in convergence with PMAGY in the referred villages, thereby ensuring fulfillment of the deliverables under the Pradhan Mantri Adarsh Gram Yojana. 

After due consultation with the Lead District Managers, these 169 villages have been allocated to the Banks serving the villages (SLBC e-mail dated 13.01.2021). 

Banks have to conduct house hold survey in all the above villages with the help of District Administration  (VRO/Village Secretary/Sarpanch /SHG Groups etc., ), identify the gaps and ensure that all the eligible customers are covered  100%  under  the schemes in all the villages allotted to them. 

Banks need to submit progress report in respect of allocated villages i.e., Number of FI camps conducted, New customers covered under the Insurance and Pension schemes of the GoI, Digital penetration etc., at quarterly intervals.

b. Review of operations of Business Correspondents –Connectivity Issues:

All Banks to ensure that their BCs will work from a fixed point location with online interoperable devices so that the financial services and benefits of Social Security Schemes and PMJDY reach the beneficiaries.

There are 62,075 BCs of commercial Banks/RRBs functioning in the State of which 38212 are in Rural, 8466 in Semi Urban and 15397 in Urban & Metro areas.   A total of 25199 BCs are inactive as on 31.03.2022 of which, 15369 are in Rural, 3803 in Semi Urban and 6027 in Urban & Metro Areas. 
RBL Bank has shown reduction in number of BC/CSPs from 7,599 BCs to 5,594 & Yes Bank has shown increase in BC/CSPs from 40,288 to 46,302 during the quarter.

Compared to December 2021, inactive BCs in Rural, Semi Urban & Urban/Metro increased.
Yes Bank with 24817 Inactive BCs needs to take immediate steps to activate the same and confirm SLBC.

Apart from the BCs of Commercial Banks/RRBs, SFBs have 9 BCs and Payment Banks have 35399 BCs in the state. Airtel Payments Bank has 10773, IPPB 5800 & Fino Payments Bank has 18826 BCs in the State.
In the Sub-Committee Meeting on Financial Inclusion for the quarter ended March ’2022 held on 19th May 2022, the status of inactive BCs was reviewed.
Apart from Yes Bank, IDFC-157(260), Canara Bank-91(83) HDFC-42(47), APGVB –19(20), IDBI -19(19), TGB-14(11) , IOB-10(8),UCO–9(16),UBI-9(24),BOB-6(4) & CBI-6(6) are having high number of inactive BCs. The Banks need to initiate action for activation of BCs or appoint new BCs before 05.06.2022, more particularly, inactive BCs in Rural areas must be activated immediately to ensure that 100% villages are covered with Banking infrastructure.
Connectivity issues:  
Union Bank of India has reported that there are connectivity issues in Pedda Venkatapuram village in Bhadadri Kothagudem district and the matter has been taken up with DoT.

c. Progress in increasing digital modes of payment / ATMs &PoS, etc
ATMs: As per the data submitted by the Banks, as at the end of March 2022, there are 9,690 ATMs functioning in the State of Telangana. There is an increase of 124 ATMs during the quarter
POS: As at the end of March 2022, 212929 POS Machines were deployed by Banks with the Merchants as touch points across the State of Telangana.
d.   Direct Benefit Transfer (DBT) / Aadhaar Seeding and Authentication

Banks in the State have 1,04,34,957 PMJDY accounts in their books as on 31st March 2022, out of which 86,63,832 accounts (83.02%) were seeded with Aadhaar Number and 83,71,005 accounts were issued with Rupay Cards (80.22%).  Performance of Banks was reviewed in Sub-committee meeting on Financial Inclusion held on 19.05.2022.  Total Deposits held in these accounts as on 31.03.2022 was at Rs. 2,964 Crore.  The number of accounts with zero balance are at 16,65,205, which constitute 15.95% of total PMJDY accounts.

· Leveraging marketing channels like Banking Correspondents (BCs) for ensuring Pan India coverage and innovative ways be devised for motivating the field level functionaries for enhancing enrolments especially under PMJJBY & PMSBY
· To Fix target of fresh enrolment under PMJJBY & PMSBY to enhance enrolment

g. CFL (Centre for Financial Literacy)
The noble idea of Centre for Financial Literacy (CFL) was sown when the Reserve Bank of India  had came out with an approach paper on   National Strategy for Financial Inclusion 2019-24  to accelerate Financial Inclusion to promote economic wellbeing, prosperity and sustainable development.  The vision of this document is to provide universal access to formal financial services in an affordable manner to all the citizens in a safe and transparent manner to support inclusive and resilient growth with broadening & deepening financial inclusion and promoting Financial Literacy and Consumer protection.  It also aims to provide access to livelihood and skill development. 
To address the barriers of access to a gamut of financial products and services, Reserve Bank of India has come out with “Centre for Financial Literacy” at block level by involving Banks and NGOs.
 
M/s Progressive Action for Community Emancipation (PACE) has been identified for setting up of 98 CFLs covering 294 Mandals in 31 Districts of Telangana at Block level.  State Bank of India being the Lead Bank in 20 Districts is partnering for setting up of 60 CFLs based on the successful pilot project undertaken in 2017 in Vikarabad District by SBI with five CFLs.  The other Banks partnering in Telangana are Union Bank of India- 29 CFLs in 9 Districts and Canara Bank- 9 CFLs in 3 districts.

h)DIGI DISTRICTS :: For 100% Digitally enabled districts:
As per the directions of RBI vide its Letter FIDD.CO.LBS.No.71339/02.01.001/2021-22 dated 14.07.2021, in consultation with State Government, Rajanna Sircilla & Jangaon have been identified for making them 100% digitally enabled districts. Monthly Progress Report as per the MAP is being reviewed by RBI.
i) NABARD FI Fund Utilisation:
NABARD has been extending grant assistance under Financial Inclusion Fund (FIF) to SCBs, RRBs and RCBs various financial inclusion and banking technology related interventions.  Concerted efforts of all stakeholders have brought notable progress in creating financial awareness and delivery of financial services. However there still exist regions that are financially excluded and banks where technology adoption is inadequate thus preventing equitable spread of financial services. 

To address these disparities NABARD has adopted a Differentiated Approach by identifying the Special Focussed Districts (SFDs) on the basis of their physical economic and sociological characteristics. Eight Special Focussed Districts (SFDs) (Adilabad, Asifabad, Nirmal, Khammam, Bhadradri, Warangal(R), JS Bhupalapalli and Peddapalle) have been identified in Telangana as SFDs and efforts are on to give more emphasis on financial inclusion interventions in these districts.  
Some of the schemes for support under FIF and their progress are indicated in Annexure -  ‘I’ .

· All eligible PM-KISAN beneficiaries are covered under the KCC scheme by issue of fresh KCC; or enhancement of existing KCC limit; or activation of inoperative KCC account.

· To cover 100% Dairy farmers associated with Milk federations.

· To cover farmers engaged in fisheries activity.   

· 100% Aadhaar Seeding to all KCC Accounts ( Without Aadhaar linkage interest subvention is not available) 
· Bank branches will prepare a list of all PM-KISAN beneficiaries and map with the list of KCC loan accounts. All Banks to explore potential avenues and sanction the eligible loans under  Agriculture Infrastructure  Fund as the scheme provides interest subvention and Credit Guarantee. 

Pradhan Mantri Formalisation of Micro Food Processing Enterprise Scheme (PMFME):
Ministry of Food Processing Industries in partnership  with the State/UT Governments, has launched an all India Central Sponsored PM Formalisation of Micro Food processing Enterprises Schemes (PM FME Scheme) under Aatma Nirbhar Bharat Abhiyan with the aim to enhance the competitiveness of existing individual micro-enterprises in the unorganized segment of the food processing industry and promote formalization of the sector.  The Scheme will be implemented over a period of five years from 2020-21 to 2024-25 with a total outlay of Rs.10,000 crore.  The Scheme has a special focus on supporting Groups engaged in Agri-food processing such as Farmer Producer Organisations (FPOs), Self Help Groups(SHGs) and Producers Cooperatives along their value chain for providing Financial, technical and business support for upgradation of existing micro food processing enterprises.

The PMFME scheme support in terms of:

i. Food processing entrepreneurs through credit-linked capital subsidy @35% of the eligible project cost with a maximum ceiling of Rs.10 lakh per unit.

ii. Seed capital @ Rs. 40,000/- per SHG member for working capital and purchase of small tools.

iii. Credit linked grant of 35% for capital investment to FPOs/ SHGs/ producer cooperatives.

iv. Support for marketing & branding to micro-units.

v. Support for common infrastructure and handholding support to SHGs, FPOs and Producer Cooperatives.

vi. Providing Capacity building and training support to increase the capabilities of the enterprises and up-gradation of skills of workers.

iv)  Pledge Finance against Warehouse Receipts:
As on 31st March 2022, Banks have disbursed an amount of Rs. 10.27 Crs to 76 beneficiaries under Negotiable Warehouse Receipts pledge finance and the total outstandings are at Rs.36.75 Crs to 217 beneficiaries.   

The performance of Banks under NWR finance has been reviewed in the Sub-Committee Meetings on Agriculture held on 20.05.2022 & controllers of Banks were advised to encourage financial assistance under the Scheme to help the farmers to avoid distress selling of agriculture produce.
The Warehousing Development and Regulatory Authority (WDRA) was set up by GoI to implement the provisions of the W(D&R) Act. and a copy of the letter D.O.No.: WDRA-TechOPS (Deps)/1/2021-Technical 4602 dated 14.01.2022 and IBA advisory dated 23.11.2021, advising Banks to encourage finance against e-NWRs was forwarded to member banks for information and necessary action at their end.

v) Joint Liability Groups (Bhoomi Heen-Kisan): 
As on 31st March 2022, banks have disbursed an amount of Rs.1.36 crores to 143 groups against a target of 10,500 groups for the FY 2021-22.   The total JLG Loans outstanding with Banks as on 31.03.2022 is Rs.37.21 crore extended to 3313 groups.

The total pending claims of member Banks stood at Rs. 725.18 Crore for the years 2014 to 2018. 
As per the directions of the Statutory Auditors all Banks have made a provision for the outstanding claims of Rs. 725.18 Crore  and the same has been adversely affected the  funds position of the Banks.

An amount of Rs.25.93 Crores towards RBS-2018 cheque printing charges is due to be reimbursed by Agriculture Department, Govt. of Telangana to Banks after banks revising the charges to 40% of actual claim. 

iv)Crop Loan Waiver Scheme-2018 – Implementation – Progress:
Govt of Telangana issued guidelines on Crop Loan waiver Scheme vide G.O.Rt No. 148 dated 17.03.2020 and subsequent communications. 

· Banks have submitted data in respect of 42,22,928 A/cs amounting to Rs. 27,487.36 Crore to Agriculture Dept, Govt of Telangana.

· In first phase, an amount of Rs.408.38 crores were credited into 2,96,571 farmers Loan Accounts having outstanding loans upto Rs.25,000/- by Agriculture Dept, Govt of Telangana.
· In second phase, Government vide GORT No.401 dt.06.06.2021 has issued instruction that in respect of those farmers who have outstanding loan upto Rs.50,000/- only will be credited into Farmer Loan accounts in one instalment from August 15th onwards.
· As on 08.02.2022, an amount of Rs.691.82 crores were credited to 2,15,191 farmers loan accounts having outstanding amount upto Rs.35,000 and remaining amounts outstanding upto Rs.50,000/- is yet to be credited into the accounts of farmers.

v)  Oil Palm Cultivation- Modalities of Finance- Scale of Finance: Considering the potential available in Telangana for cultivation of Oil Palm with the completion of Major and Medium Irrigation projects and increased irrigation facility, the Govt. of India notified potential area of 3.29 lakh Ha (8.14 lakh acres) in 25 Districts of Telangana apart from already notified area.

· Fresh Fruit Bunches production                        - 80 Lakh MT per annum 

· Value of fresh fruit bunches                              - 8000 Crore per annum

The loans will be covered under CGTMSE Scheme. The Scheme has been extended upto 31.03.2023.

The Govt of India has announced a Scheme of Credit Guarantee Scheme for Subordinated Debt “Distressed Assets fund – Subordinate Debt for Stressed MSMEs” to provide guarantee coverage for the CGSSD to provide Sub-Debt support in respect of restructuring MSMEs.  90% guarantee coverage would come from scheme/Trust and remaining 10% from concerned promoter(s).  The objective of the scheme is to provide personal loan through Banks to the promoters of stressed MSMEs for infusion as equity/quasi equity in the business for restructuring as per RBI guidelines for restructuring of stressed MSME advances. Under this arrangement promoter of the MSME unit will be given credit equal to 15% of his/her stake (equity plus debt) or Rs. 75 lakh whichever is lower. 
Under CGSSD Scheme, for accounts with outstanding below Rs. 10.00 lacs, Banks together sanctioned Rs.2.29 Crore and disbursed Rs. 0.74 crore to 569 units.
In respect of accounts with outstanding Rs. 10.00 lacs and above, Banks sanctioned Rs. 5.09 crore and disbursed Rs. 1.73 crore under Credit Guarantee Scheme for Subordinate Debt. 
Controllers of Banks are requested to speed up the disbursals.
xi.PMSVANidhi – FINANCE TO STREET VENDORS:    
Ministry of Municipal Administration and Urban Development (MA&UD) announced a Scheme PMSVANidhi for financing Street Vendors   with Rs. 10000/- each in the First Tranche & Rs.20000/- in the Second tranche under Aatma Nirbhar Bharat Abiyan package.   The loan will be covered under CGTMSE Scheme with interest subvention.  Govt. of Telangana estimated a beneficiaries of 5,00,000 under the Scheme.

Rural Housing Interest Subsidy Scheme (RHISS): 
Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana - Gramin (PMAY (G) for rural areas has been launched from April 1, 2016 with an objective to provide a pucca house with basic amenities to all houseless and households living in kutcha houses by 2022. However, to ensure that adequate resources are made available to such households which requires construction/modification of their dwelling units and have not been covered under PMAY (G), Ministry of Rural Development (MoRD), GoI has launched the Rural Housing Interest Subsidy Scheme (RHISS) under Housing for All by 2022 to provide easy access to institutional loan to needy households for construction/modification of their dwelling units who are not covered under PMAY (U). 
 
The beneficiaries, eligible to receive central assistance under this Scheme, will include any rural household who do not appear/figure on the permanent waitlist for PMAY (G) and have not availed benefit under PMAY (U). 
 
The Scheme is effective from June 19, 2017 and beneficiaries would be eligible for an interest subsidy at the rate of 3 per cent for loan amount up to Rs.2 lakh for maximum tenure of 20 years or the actual tenure of the loan whichever is lesser, with the NPV discount rate of 9 per cent. 
 
RHISS will cover entire India, excluding the statutory towns as per Census 2011 and towns subsequently covered under PMAY (U). It will be implemented through PLIs viz. SCBs, HFCs, RRBs, Co-operative Banks, Small Finance Banks and NBFC-MFIs. 
 
NHB has been identified as the CNA by the GoI, MoRD to implement the RHISS vertical of Housing for All Mission.

Agenda 8: Dharani Portal Issues:

We have earlier requested the Agriculture Department, Govt. of Telangana to appoint a nodal officer to represent the issues of Banks to the Service provider of Dharani portal.  We have also requested for a meeting between the Service Provider and Banks for sharing the knowledge/information on various operational issues being faced by operating staff at branches/Controllers and to resolve the issues of Banks at periodical intervals.
· SBI and Axis Bank have represented that despite existence of loan charges in Dharani, alienation of loans are permitted by Tahsildar, which is creating trouble for the Banks.
Agenda 9:  Improving Rural Infrastructure 

NABARD has been aiding the creation of Rural Infrastructure in the country since 1995 through its Rural Infrastructure Development Fund (RIDF). RIDF was set up in the year 1995-96 to fund incomplete infrastructure projects in States due to lack of financial resources. Though RIDF was first envisaged to support the ongoing rural infrastructure projects in irrigation sector, its ambit was later broadened to cover almost all important aspects of rural infrastructure. 

1. Benchmark Parameters for doubling of farmer’s income
As informed earlier, vide NABARD, Telangana RO agenda for the 26th SLBC Quarterly Meeting, NABARD had developed “Benchmark Parameters” for monitoring progress in achievement of Doubling of Farmers Income and advised all banks’ SLBC for using the same for fruitful deliberations in various fora.  NABARD thanks SLBC for regularly reviewing the parameters during the quarterly meetings.  

It is requested that SLBC may ensure that LDMs take up the same during the DLCC/BLBC meetings as well.
2.  Standardized system for data flow and management – SLBC

NABARD invites a reference to RBI Circular No. FIDD.CO.LBS.No. 21/02.01.001/2019-20 dated 03 July 2019, wherein RBI had initiated an exercise to develop a Standardized system for data flow and its management by the convenor banks of SLBC on their website/portal for uploading/downloading data pertaining to Block/District/State level.

SLBC had informed us that the portal is yet to be formalized as certain banks have sought some time for downloading the data direct from CBS as per RBI formats and uploading the same on SLBC portal.  SLBC is kindly requested to ensure that the progress of the formalization of the portal may be discussed in the ensuring quarterly meets to facilitate problem solving.

Once operationalized, NABARD requests SLBC to grant the rights to view/download the same to NABARD, Telangana RO to facilitate to carry out required analysis/policy formation.

3. Thrust on dairy/poultry/sheep, goat, piggery & other Animal Husbandry/and fisheries

In line with GoI, dairy/poultry, sheep, goat, piggery, fisheries and other Animal Husbandry activities have been considered as thrust area as they have the potential to transform the lives of small and marginal farmers as also reduce their dependence on agricultural crops.  SLBC is requested to regularly review the credit disbursement in SLBC, DCC and BLBC meets.  SLBC may also ensure that the Annual Plans to be released for the upcoming year may contain the disaggregated data for dairy/poultry/sheep/goat, piggery, fisheries & other Animal Husbandry.

RRBs and TSCAB are requested to fill up the GLC returns in the new formats devised on ENSURE, specifically to capture credit disbursement data towards dairy/poultry/sheet, goat, piggery/ fisheries and other Animal husbandry on a quarterly status.  New formats have been rolled out from 20 October 2021. As NABARD is further devising formats for capturing the term and working component of the same on ENSURE, banks are requested to enter the disaggregated data. 

Banks may also consider preparing Area Based schemes on the above sectors of Animal Husbandry as it will facilitate hassle free credit disbursement, monitoring, recovery etc.,  

Support under Rural Infrastructure in Telangana

A. Rural Infrastructure Development Fund (RIDF)

Rural Infrastructure Development Fund (RIDF) was set up by Govt of India in NABARD, during 1995-96, with the objective of providing low cost financial support to the State Governments to facilitate quick completion of ongoing rural infrastructure projects, which were languishing for want of resources. During 1995-96, RIDF funds were sanctioned to facilitate completion of ongoing irrigation, flood protection and watershed management projects. Subsequently, RIDF was made available for new rural infrastructure projects and its ambit was broadened to cover almost all-important aspects of rural infrastructure. At present, there are 39 eligible activities under RIDF as approved by Govt of India, under three broad categories i.e., Agriculture and related sector, Social sector and Rural connectivity.

The annual corpus of RIDF is announced in the Union Budget and after announcement of the corpus, RBI makes bank-wise allocations to the corpus based on the shortfall in achievement of priority sector and/or agriculture and/or weaker section targets by each bank. The annual corpus is then allocated for rural infrastructure financing in different States based on various parameters like Geographical Area of the State, Rural Population, Composite Infrastructure Development Index, Inverse CD Ratio, Efficiency in utilization of RIDF allocation etc.

The annual corpus of RIDF during FY 2021-22 (RIDF Tranche XXVII) was ₹40,490.95 crore, with an allocation of ₹1500 crore to Telangana.  The allocation was utilized for financing projects like check dams across major river streams (₹799.11 crore), for Strengthening of Infrastructure Facilities in Govt Schools (₹509.24 crore) and Oil Palm Area Expansion by Department of Horticulture (₹204.84 crore). 

As on 31 March 2022, NABARD has sanctioned 4111 projects to Govt of Telangana under various ongoing RIDF Tranches (RIDF XX to XXVII), with a cumulative sanction of ₹8873.42 crore, against which ₹6078.74 crore has been disbursed to the State Govt. Under the ongoing tranches, social sector projects dominate with 59% of sanctions, followed by agriculture/ Allied activities/Irrigation (33%) and then connectivity projects (8%).  
(a) Focus of RIDF Initiatives in Telangana State:

· After the formation of Telangana, the State Govt has prioritised Minor Irrigation (Mission Kakatiya & Check Dams) and Rural Drinking Water Supply (Mission Bhagiratha) projects under RIDF.

· Mission Kakatiya projects were undertaken by the State Govt for rejuvenation of minor irrigation tanks across the State. NABARD during FY 2014-15 (Tranche XX) and 2015-16 (Tranche XXI) has sanctioned a cumulative RIDF loan of ₹667.29 crore for various Mission Kakatiya projects and a sum of ₹512.64 crore has been disbursed.

· Mission Bhagiratha project is envisaged by the State Government to provide safe, adequate, sustainable and treated drinking water for the entire rural and urban areas of the State except Hyderabad urban agglomeration inside outer Ring Road. It envisages treated drinking water to every household at their doorstep at the rate of 100 LPCD in rural areas, 135 LPCD in Municipalities / Nagar Panchayats and 150 LPCD in Municipal Corporations. The project has a Total Financial Outlay of ₹45,027.61 crore. NABARD, under RIDF, has sanctioned Rs 4262.26 crore to various Mission Bhagiratha projects from 2016-17 to 2019-20. As on 31 March 2022, NABARD has already disbursed ₹3381.72 crore to Government of Telangana under these projects, leaving a further drawable gap of ₹880.54 crore.
New Infrastructure Projects Sanctioned Under RIDF during the Year 2021-22:
1. Strengthening of Infrastructure Facilities in 8884 Government Schools 

Govt of Telangana has decided to improve the infrastructure facilities in all the Government schools in a phased manner in three years. Children in rural areas primarily rely on these Government Schools to complete their school education. Hence, the infrastructure facilities in these schools are to be improved to achieve desired education standards and learning outcomes among children.

As per Right to Education Act, schools are to be provided with adequate number of classrooms/laboratory separate toilets for boys and girls, barrier free access for children with special needs, safe and adequate drinking water facilities to all children, kitchen to cook the mid-day meal, boundary wall for securing the school building etc.

To fulfill the requirements under RTE Act and to improve the quality of education at school level, Govt of Telangana, through its School Education (Samagra Shiksha) Department is planning to improve the infrastructure facilities in Primary, Upper Primary and Secondary Schools in the State.

In this regard, NABARD has sanctioned a loan of ₹509.24 crore under RIDF Tranche XXVII to strengthen the infrastructure facilities in 8884 schools in 32 districts of the State. NABARD has already disbursed a Mobilisation Advance of ₹101.85 crore to the State Government for taking up the envisaged works under the sanctioned projects.

2. Oil Palm Area Expansion in Telangana State

India is the world’s second largest consumer and number one importer of vegetable oil. India imports around 60 per cent of its consumption of edible oils and Palm oil constitutes around 60 per cent of the imports of edible oils. As a result, fluctuation in imports and international prices transmit to fluctuation of domestic prices of edible oil.

In view of the persistently high import of edible oil, Government of India is promoting the production and productivity of oilseeds through the centrally sponsored scheme of National Food Security Mission: Oilseeds (NFSM-Oilseeds) from 2018-19 in all districts of India. Further, in August 2021, National Mission on Edible Oils - Oil Palm (NMEO-OP) has been launched to augment the availability of edible oil in the country by harnessing area expansion and through price incentives.

Oil palm produces 10 to 46 times more oil per hectare compared to other oilseed crops and has yield of around 4 tons oil per ha. Given the fact that around 98 per cent of CPO is being imported, the NMEO-OP is a major initiative of the Government to reduce import dependency of edible oil in India. The NMEO-OP will cover development of all aspects of oil palm production having long term agreement with farmers, processors and State Governments, plantation & re-plantation support, FFBs price fixation, payment of viability gap of Fresh Fruit Bunches (FFBs) to the farmers, special package for North East states etc.

As of now, about 20,000 Ha., is under oil palm cultivation in Telangana, spread across the districts of Khammam, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Nalgonda and Suryapet. Govt. of India has notified an additional potential area in Telangana during 2020 with which the total notified area in Telangana State is 4.36 lakh ha (10.90 lakh acres). 

In the potential areas identified for oil palm cultivation, GoTS have allotted factory zones to companies to take up Oil Palm Area expansion. All the processors after allocation of factory zone has entered into MoA with the State Government as per the Telangana Oil Palm Act. Govt of Telangana will take measures to expand the area under Oil Palm in the State in a phased manner by supplying planting material to farmers, providing extension services and through price protection measures.

NABARD has sanctioned a loan of ₹204.84 crore to the State Government under RIDF Tranche XXVII to meet the State Government share for undertaking oil palm cultivation in 1,02,500 acres in 26 districts of the State. The RIDF loan will be utilised for supply of oil palm planting material to farmers, for supply and installation of drip irrigation units and to support monitoring and evaluation expenses.

3. Construction of Check Dams 

After formation of Telangana, Government of Telangana took up re-engineering of Irrigation Projects and formulated various Barrages, Reservoirs, and Lift Schemes.  The water being supplied for irrigation by Lift Schemes is very expensive and Govt. is very particular not to waste a single drop of water after utilization for irrigation. It is estimated that 20 – 25% of water supplied to the field would return to the streams as regenerated water from the command areas of projects. To harness this regenerated water, the State Govt decided to construct Check Dams across 4th to 8th order streams to recharge the ground water table and to stabilize tail end ayacut of projects wherever necessary. The water storage behind the Check Dams would enhance the river ecology, environment, create water facilities to the wildlife and cattle, and improve flora and fauna in the vicinity of the check dams.
As on 31 March 2022, NABARD has sanctioned 484 check dam projects in the State with an RIDF loan of ₹2016.28 crore, including a sanction of ₹799.11 crore during FY 2021-22. Also, ₹1139.25 crore has already been disbursed to the State Govt for implementation of these projects.
B. Warehouse Infrastructure Fund (WIF)

Warehouse Infrastructure Fund (WIF) was instituted by Govt of India with a corpus of Rs 5000 crore in 2013-14 with NABARD, to provide credit to public and private players for creation and augmentation of decentralised modern scientific storage facilities; leverage credit facilities for farmers against stored produce to mitigate problem of distress sale and realise better prices for produce after harvest. The WIF corpus was augmented with a further allocation of Rs 5000 crore in 2014-15.

In Telangana, a storage gap of 21 lakh MT for warehouses and 1 lakh MT for cold storages had been estimated during 2014-15. To bridge this gap, Government of Telangana has availed a loan of ₹972.79 crore under WIF for creating 364 warehouses with 18.23 lakh MT of dry storage capacity. The loan disbursed to the State Govt under these projects is ₹852.28 crore. The phasing of all projects, under WIF, in the state has ended as on 31 March 2021 and a storage capacity of 17.60 lakh MT has been created.

C. Long Term Irrigation Fund (LTIF)

LTIF was announced in the Union Budget 2016-17 for fast tracking the completion of 99 identified medium and major irrigation projects, spread across 18 states, in mission mode by 31 December 2019. Under LTIF, NABARD provides loan towards Central share and State share with a tenure of 15 years. The Central share is provided to National Water Development Agency (NWDA), whereas the State share is availed by the State Government as a loan.  In Telangana, a total of 11 projects are sanctioned by Government of India under LTIF. A loan of ₹3478.83 crore has been sanctioned by NABARD towards Central share. However, no loan has been sanctioned / released towards State share.

The infrastructure created in turn will lead to higher demand for credit from banks, crop diversification & improve the economy of the village/district/state.  Banks may therefore plan for identification of beneficiaries / farmers who are benefitted for the infrastructure projects viz drip/sprinkler irrigation, installation of tanks/pipeline within the house, rural housing, P&H etc.
D. Micro-Irrigation Fund (MIF)

Micro Irrigation Fund with a corpus of Rs.5000 crore was operationalized in NABARD from 2019-20. Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare (MoA&FW), GoI is the Nodal Ministry for the scheme. The objective of the fund is to facilitate State Govts. efforts in mobilizing additional resources for expanding coverage under micro irrigation and incentivizing its adoption beyond provisions of PMKSY-PDMC. Under MIF, the State Governments are provided loans at 3% below the cost of funds; the 3% being compensated by the Govt. of India as interest subvention. 

A Tripartite Memorandum of Agreement (MoA) is to be signed amongst State Government, NABARD and DAC&FW, MoA&FW, Govt. of India for opertionalisation of the scheme in respective states.  However, Government of Telangana is yet to execute the MoA with NABARD and DAC&FW, in this regard.

E.  Agri Market infrastructure Fund (AMIF)

The Agri-Market infrastructure Fund, with a corpus of Rs 2000 crore, was established in NABARD during FY 2018-19, to provide subsidised loans to States and Union Territories for up gradation of 10,000 Rural HAATs to GrAMs and for modernisation of 585 APMCs, during FY 2018-19 and FY 2019-20.  However, no loans have been sanctioned under AMIF in Telangana State.
F. NABARD Infrastructure Development Assistance (NIDA)

NABARD, out of its own funds opened a new window of support viz., NABARD Infrastructure Development Assistance (NIDA) to fund directly to State Governments /State owned institutions/ corporations on both on-budget as well as off-budget projects for creation of rural infrastructure outside the ambit of RIDF borrowing. Further, PPP and non-PPP projects by registered entities like companies, co-operatives etc., and funding for NBFC- Infrastructure Finance Companies (IFCs) and Public Financial Institutions approved by the RBI are also covered under NIDA.

Infrastructure projects largely benefiting rural areas and covered in a harmonized list of projects as approved by the GOI/RBI and activities covered under RIDF and “Rurban” mission are eligible for funding under NIDA.

The Government of Telangana, ever since the formation of the state in June 2014, has been taking a lot of initiatives for improving rural infrastructure in the State. The Telangana Regional Office of NABARD has been working closely with the Government of Telangana and has partnered with the GoTS/GoTS’ promoted SPVs by sanctioning financial assistance under NIDA for various flagship programmes such as the Mission Bhagiratha, the Micro Irrigation Project and the Kaleshwaram Irrigation Project. The projects sanctioned by NABARD in Telangana under NIDA are summarised below:

G. Dairy Infrastructure Development Fund (DIDF)

Government of India, in the Union Budget 2017-18, announced creation of a dedicated Dairy Processing and Infrastructure Development Fund (DIDF) in NABARD with corpus of ₹ 8004 crore. The primary objective of DIDF is to modernize the milk processing plants and machinery and to create additional infrastructure for processing milk and increased value addition, especially in the cooperative sector. Loans out of DIDF shall be extended by NABARD to NDDB and NCDC for financing creation/modernization of dairy processing and value addition infrastructure to Co-operative Milk Unions, State Cooperative Dairy Federations, Multi State Milk Cooperatives, Milk Producer Companies and NDDB subsidiaries (collectively, the end borrowers). Financial assistance will be given to the end borrowers that are financially viable and fulfil the eligibility criteria.

In Telangana State, under DIDF, NABARD has sanctioned term loans aggregating to Rs 156.70 crore to the NDDB on behalf of three dairy units, viz. the Telangana State Dairy Development Corporation (TSSDCFL), the Mulkanoor Women’s Mutually Aided Milk Producers’ Cooperative Union Ltd. (Mulkanoor Dairy) and the Nalgonda Rangareddy Milk Producers’ Mutually Aided Cooperative Union Ltd. (NARMUL). The sanction has been extended for establishment/upgradation of infrastructure in their dairy units. In FY 2021-22, Mulkanoor Dairy has been disbursed ₹5.40 crore. Vijaya Dairy may also take disbursement this year after loan documentation is complete.
I. Fisheries and Aquaculture Infrastructure Development Fund (FIDF)
Department of Fisheries, Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare, Government of India, has set up a dedicated Fisheries and Aquaculture Infrastructure Development Fund (FIDF) for creation of fisheries infrastructure facilities both in marine and inland fisheries sectors to augment the fish production to achieve the target of 20 million tons by 2022-23. The fund creates a special window for the State Governments/UTs and State entities, cooperatives and individual entrepreneurs to avail of concessional finance for development of fisheries infrastructure. National Fisheries Development Board (NFDB) has been designated as the Nodal Implementing Agency (NIA). NABARD, NCDC and all scheduled banks are designated as Nodal Loaning Entities (NLEs). NABARD will be providing support for creation of public infrastructure projects to the tune of about ₹2600 crore through State Governments. 

Government of India is since according high priority to the scheme, commercial banks are requested to expeditiously process the proposals received under FIDF as per their extant lending guidelines.

Progress in respect of various Benchmark parameters as on 31.03.2022 is as under:

· Number of Agriculture loans have grown by 1109607 when compared to March 2017

· Number of farmers financed for Allied activities have increased by 4,01,569 when compared to March 2017.

· Close to 90.65% of SF/MF have availed Bank finance as on 31st March 2022
· Outstanding finance to Agriculture has grown substantially by Rs.47510.83 crores when compared to March 2017

· Outstanding finance to SF/MF has grown substantially by Rs.25,770 crores when compared to March 2017.

Estimation of Credit Potential for 2022-23

The total estimate of credit potentials of the priority sectors in Telangana State for 2022-23 was estimated at Rs.1,66.384.90 crore, which shows a growth of 22% over 2021-22.  The total credit estimation for Agriculture is Rs.1,01,173.80 crore, which is 21% more over 2021-22 whereas the credit estimation for MSME is Rs.49,874.32 crore, exhibiting a growth of 26% over 2021-22. 

Agenda 13:  Financing of Farmers Producers Organizations (FPOs)  
Agriculture has always been a lifeline of the Indian economy, providing livelihood to millions of farmers; However high production costs, as well as poor market linkages hinder the sector’s growth. This adversely impacts India’s ranks of small and marginal farmers, which comprises around 85% of the sector. Aggregation and consolidation provide a means for these farmers to unite and reap the benefits of economies of scale, making this a critical means to create new growth. Collectivization of producers, especially small and marginal farmers, into producer organizations has emerged as one of the most effective pathways to address the many challenges of agriculture but most importantly, improved access to investments, technology, inputs and markets.

FPOs play pivotal role in transforming the farmer from a “Producer” to “Market force” by leveraging the power of collectivization of farmers and benefits of economics of scale for both production and marketing enabling more efficient production and better price discovery.
NABARD’s role in FPO movement in the State of Telangana

Recognizing the centrality of FPOs to meet national agricultural goals, NABARD has been promoting the FPOs. In Telangana state, NABARD has promoted & sanctioned grant assistance to 342 FPOs. Out of these 342 FPOs, 230 FPOs are promoted in the watershed project areas covering 151 watersheds and 03 FPOs are promoted in Tribal Areas involving Tribal Development projects of NABARD. 

All these FPOs are registered as Producer Companies under Companies Act 2013. NABARD has sanctioned grant assistance of ₹ 4156.00 lakh towards the member mobilization, capacity building and CEO salary of the FPOs and Producer Organization. The present shareholder membership in these FPOs is 1,28,971 out of which 31,355 are women shareholders. The 84% of the shareholders (1,08,634) are small and marginal farmers. 
FPOs are generally undertaking bulk purchase and distribution of Agri inputs like seeds, fertilizers, pesticides, etc., to its members, followed by arranging farm advisory services to members, produce aggregation, value addition/processing and marketing for realizing remunerative price for the produce of its members.  Total 226 FPOs promoted by NABARD are into either of business activities of input supply, procurement, custom hiring centers etc. At present the total turnover of these ₹ 5994.93 lakh. 

NABARD is mainly working for strengthening of FPOs not only in terms of numbers but also in terms quality and institutional design, so as FPO will emerge as strong institutions owned and operated by the farmers and also working to serve the interest of the farmers. NABARD also engaged 03 Resource Supporting Agencies (RSA) to provide necessary handholding such as inclusion of more farmers as members of FPO, training CEOs and Board of Directors of FPOs, linking the farmers produce to the FPO, etc. NABARD is also developing content, training material, reference literature and distributing them to the FPOs.

FPOs were also given the opportunity to organize the exposure visit of farmers under CAT (Capacity building for Adaption of Technology) programme and to participate in various exhibitions / buyer-seller meets sponsored by NABARD.

RO has printed a booklet series containing 7 self-learning modules for BoD, distributed to all FPOs for free of cost. Training Materials were translated into vernacular language to enable wider and effective dissemination among the stakeholders, especially Farmer BODs.  
NABARD officials also participated in various interactive meetings organized by institutions like UNDP, CII and ICC and sensitized the participants on the interventions of NABARD in the sector in general and FPOs in particular. 

NABARD is also working with eNAM, NCEDX and Government departments and banks for the convergence in terms of marketing facilities.
Some encouraging highlights of FPO promotion 

i. 2 FPOs with Membership of 1001 or more and Equity of ₹ 10 Lakh or more

ii. 78 FPOs with Membership of 501 to 1000 and Equity more than ₹ 5 Lakh

iii. 137 FPOs with Membership of 301 to 500 and Equity of ₹ 3 Lakh – ₹ 5 Lakh

iv. 105 FPOs have been successfully Credit Linked with the formal banking channel. Credit totaling to ₹ 2500.47 lakh has been sanctioned by APGVB, Adilabad DCCB, TSCAB, NABKISAN, HDFC Bank, SBI. (During the current year 43 FPOs were credit linked with a loan amount of ₹611.45 Lakhs). 

v. 55 FPOs registered and have started trading on e-NAM platform
vi. 226 FPOs are into various business activities viz. Input Supply, Procurement, Custom hiring centre etc. 

Convergence with State Government Department/ other agencies
i. Tribal Welfare Department, GoT

Total 31 FPOs received grant assistance of ₹968.24 lakh & institutional credit of ₹ 476.79 lakh from institutions viz. HDFC, SBI, and NABKISAN under the Tribal Welfare Departments’ Scheme for implementation of infrastructure projects viz Godown and Custom hiring Centre. NABARD facilitated convergence with Tribal Welfare Department, Banks and FPOs for smooth implementation of this project. Further, during the FY 2021-22, 35 FPOs have been selected for assistance under the scheme. An interactive meet was organized by NABARD with TRICOR and Bank Officials on 09 February 2022 to brief all the Banks about the credit guarantee schemes of SFAC and NABSANRAKSHAN to facilitate credit linkage of the FPOs.

ii. Dialogue with State Government

RO is continuously engaging with State Government for policy advocacy for creating an ambient ecosystem for FPOs in the state. Series of meetings were conducted with Secretary & APC, Govt of Telangana, Heads of Line Departments and Corporations, District Agriculture officers and LDMs.

2nd & 3rd State Level Consultative Committee (SLCC) meetings were conducted at NABARD Regional Office, Hyderabad on 12th August 2021 and 5th January 2022 respectively under the chairmanship of Shri M Raghunandan Rao, IAS (APC and Secretary to Govt., Agriculture & Cooperation Dept., Govt. of Telangana) to review the status of implementation of the Central Sector Scheme on FPO promotion.

iii.  Dialogue with agri-start UP
Discussion held with various startups (e.g. Ag-hub, Kalgudi, SNL Technology, Aby Farmers, Farm need Agribusiness) for provision of various technological solutions to the FPOs in terms data structuring, input provision, weather-based advisories etc.

Documentation:
Coffee table book on success stories of 50 Farmer Producer Organizations in the state.

In order to capture and show case the success of the FPOs promoted in the Telangana, RO has produced a coffee table book on accomplishments of 50 FPOs in the state. It will help in creating a positive ecosystem towards strengthening of FPOs in the State and be a model for emulation in the Country.
Business Development Assistance (BDA)
The financial resources needed to initiate business activities are often inadequate due to poor equity contribution by its shareholders / members having voting rights and lack of access to credit for want of collateral security. To address this limitation, a one- time grant support, not exceeding ₹ 5.00 lakh per FPO, is being provided by NABARD, to the FPOs promoted with financial assistance from NABARD, towards taking up business activities, subject to certain eligibility criteria. So far 118 FPOs have been provided with business development assistance worth ₹551 lakh as grant, which includes assistance of ₹ 289.81 lakh to 62 FPOs during 2021-22. 
Financing of FPOs

The main issue in financing FPOs is lack of equity and collateral. To address this issue Government of India has launched the “Equity Grant and Credit Guarantee Fund Scheme” for FPOs to access grant upto ₹ 10.00 lakh to double members equity and seek collateral-free loan upto ₹ 1.00 crore from banks, which in turn can seek 85 percent cover.  NABARD also issued circular no. 297 dated 28.10.2020 to all State Cooperative Banks with a guidance note on FPO financing. 
Further, RBI has included financing to FPOs up to ₹ 2.0 crore under Direct Agriculture Finance under the PSL and loans upto ₹ 5.0 crore to FPOs were considered to be included under Indirect Agriculture Finance. Further, the financing to FPOs, where more than 75% shareholders are small and marginal farmers (by Number), will be considered as achievement under PSL-Agriculture- SF/MF on-lending target of 8%.

For the holistic development of FPOs and to ultimately achieve the farmer’s welfare convergence among various stakeholders’ viz. NABARD, Line department of State Govt., Banks and Agri-Institutions is need of hour. NABARD advocates for increasing the flow of institutional finance to FPOs at various fora viz. SLBC, DCC and Banker’s meet. 

Central Sector Scheme of promoting 10000 FPOs

Government of India formulated a Central Sector Scheme (CSS) viz., Formation and Promotion of Farmer Producer Organizations (FPOs). The Scheme was launched by Department of Agriculture, Cooperation & Farmers’ Welfare (DAC&FW), Ministry of Agriculture & Farmers Welfare (MoA&FW), Government of India for formation and promotion of 10,000 FPOs over a period of 5 years i.e., by 2023-24. It envisages financial support for FPOs in initial years of promotion, training and capacity building and also a credit guarantee fund with credit guarantee facility for loans availed by FPOs up to ₹ 2.00 crore.

NABARD, NCDC, SFAC and NAFED have been identified as implementing agencies for promotion of the FPOs through Cluster Based Business Organizations (CBBOs). Further, NABARD is also the member secretary for State Level Consultative Committee to coordinate with all the stakeholders.

During 2021-22, NABARD promoted 16 FPOs in the state through 5 CBBOs in 16 Clusters across 8 districts. Further, 8 FPOs were provided with equity grant support under the scheme.  

NABARD, being the member secretary of State Level Consultative Committee (SLCC), organized the 2nd and 3rd SLCC meetings to review the functioning and facilitate smooth implementation of this flagship scheme.

All the Public Sector Banks Private Sector Banks Regional Rural Banks Cooperative Banks and Notified Financial Institutions maintaining Government accounts/ funds are required to update the requisite information on deposits Branch wise /account wise in the Finance Department portal every month and hard copy to be submitted to Finance Department.  This covers all the deposits kept by the Government Departments/Agencies. 

Controllers of Banks to ensure up-dation of Govt. deposits data in the portal before 10th of every month.
